I recently signed a service agreement with Habitat for Humanity 
Ottawa to audit their waste management and EPP for their three 
ReStore locations in the city.

My first contact with them was at a Board of Trade event, where I met 
the CEO. After 3.5 months of touchpoints and follow-ups, I was 
connected with the ReStore general manager, who signed the 
agreement after just one meeting.

It may have helped that when I returned from a conference in Jamaica 
and learned that Habitat would be our charity of choice for 2025, I 
made sure to share the news with the CEO and other contacts at 
Habitat. They were thrilled to hear this. While I don’t believe this directly 
led to signing the agreement, it provided another valuable touchpoint, 
and I’m sure it didn’t hurt!
